A lot of homework (do) by Joe before he went
swimming.

=> A lot of homework had been done by Joe before he went
swimming.

The secretary must lock the doors at 6 o’clock.
The doors (must/lock) at 6 o’clock (by the secretary).
=>» The doors must be locked at 6 o’clock (by the secretary).

They are showing the moon landing on TV.
The moon landing (show) on TV.
=>» The moon landing is being shown on TV.

They were serving some drinks when we arrived.
Some drinks (serve) when we arrived.
=>» Some drinks were being served when we arrived.

They old lady showed us the castle.
=> We were shown the castle by the old lady.
=>» The castle was shown to us by the old lady.




=>» Ed Sheeran is said to write good songs.
=>» dt. “Man sagt, dass...”
